In 1973,at Madison
Square Garden he came in as "Andre the
Glant " He is best known as Fezzik in the 1987
Princess Bride Movie. He defeated Hulk Hogan
for the WWF Heavyweight title on Feb. 5, 19 88
Famous for an immense capacity for alcohol
and food--estimated that he consumed 7,000
calories a day in alcohol alone. By 1992, he had
knee surg%1 ry and became increasingly
overweight and immobile. He contmued to
wrestle, appearing the last time in Japan. On
Jan 27, 1993, Roussimott died of an apparent
heart attack in his hotel room in Paris.
