Culture at Ephesus

+ Ephesus was a center of paganism governed
spiritually by the female deity Artemis, whom the
Romans called Diana. The cult of Artemis taught
the superiority of the female and advocated female
domination of the male.

- It espoused a doctrine of feminine procreation
teaching that this goddess was able to bring forth
offspring without male involvement. The cult was
characterized by sexual perversion, fertility rites,
endless myths, and elaborate genealogies traced
through female rather than male bloodlines
